Project Choices

1. Design an advertising campaign to promote the book you read.  Include each of the following in your campaign:  a poster, a three paragraph script for a radio or TV commercial, and a bumper sticker.

2. Create a game board based on the events and characters in the book.  Your game must include a game board and a rule sheet with clear directions.  The events and characters from the book must be on game cards or on the game board. 
3. Design a movie poster for the book you read.  Cast the major characters in the book with real actors and actresses.  Include a scene and dialogue from the book in the layout of the poster.  Remember, you are trying to convince someone to see the movie based on the book, so your writing should be persuasive.
4. Plan a party for the characters in the book you read.  In order to do this, complete each of the following tasks:  

· Design an invitation to a party that would appeal to all the characters.

· Imagine what five of the characters would wear to the party, describe the outfits. 

· Describe what food you will serve and explain your choices. 

· What games or entertainment you will provide?  Explain why these are appropriate.
5. Make a book jacket for the book you read.  Include the title, author, and 
          publishing company of the book on the cover.  Be sure the illustrations   

          relate to an important aspect of the book.  On the inside flap or on the   

          back of your book jacket, write three paragraphs telling about the book.   

          Include a paragraph about the author.
6. Explain why this book makes interesting reading. 

· Write the copy for a newspaper front page that is devoted entirely to the book you read.  The front page should look as much like a real newspaper page as possible.  The articles on the front page should be based on events and characters in the book.
